Mr. Agnos failed to disclose the $275,000 
income and the name and address of the source of income on 
his statement of economic interests. He also failed to disclose 
$1,521 in income realized from the partnership. 
 
Mr. Agnos also failed to report income of $155,000 from the 
sale of a Sacramento duplex. 
 
Additionally, Mr. Agnos failed to disclose the acquisition of a 
10% interest in a partnership from AKT Development 
Corporation for $10,000 in 1986 and the sale of the investment 
during the same year.
