Committees formed for measures already voted upon: File only if contributions or expenditures are
made in connection with another measure.

All committees must file this statement.
Period covered is 4/1/22 — 6/30/22 if a quarterly statement was filed.

Expenditure Report (Form 496). Such reports must be filed within 24 hours regardless of the day of the week.

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Method of Delivery: All paper filings may be filed by first class mail unless otherwise noted. A paper copy of a report may not be required if a local agency
requires online filing pursuant to a local ordinance.

Independent Expenditures: Committees making independent expenditures totaling $1,000 or more to support or oppose other candidates or ballot measures

also file:

o Form 496: This form is due within 24 hours when made in the 90-day period before an election or on the date of the election. Refer to the applicable election
filing schedule. Form 496 is filed with the filing officer in the jurisdiction of the affected candidate or measure.

o Form 462: This verification form must be e-mailed to the FPPC within 10 days. Once the California Access Replacement System (CARS) system is live, this
report will be eliminated, and the information captured on other reports.

Form 511 — Paid Spokesperson Report: File within 10 days of making either of the following expenditures related to an advertisement to support or oppose a
ballot measure: 1) a payment totaling $5,000 or more to an individual to appear in an advertisement, or 2) a payment of any amount to an individual portraying a
member of a licensed occupation (e.g., nurse, doctor, firefighter).

Public Documents: All statements and reports are public documents.
