Dear Mrs. Matteis:

Thank you for your letter concerning the Political Reform
Act of 1974. This Act is administered by the Fair Political
Practices Commission. The Act imposes certain financial
disclosure requirements on public officeholders and on
candidates for elective office; however, it does not (despite
the name of the Commission) impose standards of "fair political
practices."

Senator Ray Johnson, as an incumbent legislator and
independent candidate, is subject to the same financial
disclosure requirements as any other legislator or legislative
candidate. As an officeholder, he will have to file a personal
financial disclosure statement (a "statement of economic
interests") with the Commission on March 1, 1984. A copy of
this statement can be obtained by writing or calling the
Technical Assistance and Analysis Division of the Commission
after March 1 (916/322-5662). As a candidate, he must also file
campaign disclosure statements. His last statement should have
been filed on or before January 31, 1984. His next statement is
due on March 22, 1984. Copies of these statements can be
obtained from the office of the Secretary of State in
Sacramento, from the Registrar of Voters in San Francisco or
Los Angeles, or from the Registrar in his county of residence
(Butte County) .

You also asked whether it is a "fair political practice" for
a candidate to advertise that individuals who purchased tickets
to a candidate's dinner are "supporters" of that candidate. The
Political Reform Act does not impose any requirements or
limitations on the contents of political advertisements, and it
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contains no provisions relating to who is or is not a
"supporter"” of a candidate.

I hope that this has answered your questions. If you have
any additional gquestions about the Political Reform Act, the
Commission's Legal or ‘Technical Assistance and Analysis
Divisions will be happy to assist you.

THE ATTEMPT TO expel Roy
Brophy of Sacramento and Mike
Montgomery of Pasadena from the
GOP State Central Committee has a
bad smell to it

On the surface, it's comic. It gives
the appearance of a ridiculous effort
by a few superannuated Young
Republican lypes who are unable to
outgrow the vicious but essentially
unimportant games played In the
YR political sandbox. There may be
a good blt more to the nastiness than
that, however.

The ouster attempt has the ear-
marks of an Indirect move by some
far-right Republicans agalnst Gov.
Deukmejian and an effort to get
back at Brophy and Montgomery for
supportlng Deukmejian In the 1982
GOP gubernatorial primary over the
cholce of the party’s New Right
wing, then-Lt. Gov. Mike Curb.

Brophy and Montgomery, who is a
former state party chairman, stand
formally accused of the horrendous
crime of supporting the re-election
of the state Senate’s only indepen-
dent member, veteran conservative
Ray Johnson, over the likely Repub-
lican nominee. first-termer John
Doolittle.

THE CHARGE against Brophy
and Montgomery, however, ignores
the reality of the situatlon, which is
that Johnson was a longtime GOP
loyallst who was betrayed by a few
other Republican senators durlng
the reapportionment process. John-
son betrayed no one himself.

Johnson did disappolnt Doollttle’s
backers and anyone else who
thought Johnsen would rell over and
play dead when, as a Tesult of the
reapportionment games, his sprawl-
ing 13-county Ist Senate District was
snatched out from under him and, in
effect, presented to Doolittle as a
gift.

Instead, Johnson simply moved
his residence back into the redrawn
ist District and dropped his Republi-
can registration. He'll be competing
as an Independent in this Novem-
ber’s general election contest
against both the anticipated GOP
nominee, Doolittie, and whomever
the Democrats pick in their prima-

Brophy and Montgomery are
among the Republlcans who have
made it plain they think that John-
son is still the cream of that crop,
despite the fact that, for this year at
least, he's no longer bearlng the
GOP label.

THAT SUPPORT may have pro-
vided the occasion for an early skir-
mish in what could become a major
struggle for control of the California
Republican Party in the post-Ronald
Reagan era. That era will begin
immediately after November's gen-
eral election when, even if he wins
another four-year term, the presl-
dent will be n lame duck and the
leadership of both the slate and na-
nional GOP will be up for grabs.

Deukmejian clearly thinks he, as
governor, should be the undisputed
leader of the state party. Some of
these who 1dentify more with the
New Right wing of the party than

they do with the tradilional Republl-
can conservatlsm of George Deuk-
mejian will be working against him,
either openly or on the sly.

The New Rightlsts have had
things pretty much their own way
within the California GOP In recent

years; that is, untll Deukmejian rsn
for governor. When he entered the
1982 GOP gubernatorlal primary.
most of the party’s leaders fell Into
line behind the New Rlght choice.
then-Lt. Gov. Curb.

Brophy and Montgomery were
among the exceptions. And 50 was
Ray Johnson who helped Deukme-
jlan campaign in the primary in
rural Northern California. Now. in
backing Johnson, Brophy and Mont-
gomery have made themselves lar-
gets of opportunity for the New
Right diehards.

To his credit, Deukmejian has

refused to let the New Right place
him in an awkward position through
his friends. At a press conference
last week, the governor, when asked
if he is backling Doollftle or Johnson,
indicated both are acceptable to
him:

“They're both very fine gentlemen_
and frtends of mine.”

And he flatly opposed the expul-
sion effort by warning all Republi:
cans: .

“We’re a minority party aslt[s.”

Curb personally seems to have
nothing to do with the ouster effort.
He’s In the East now, doing what he,
does best — raising money, this ttme
for the national party. Callfornia.
Republican leaders generally feel,
that the former lleutenant governor
won't be a candidate for public of-
fice agaln.

THERE'S ALSO AN ironic side to
the move agsinst Montgomery. The
rule permitting ousters of Repuvll-
can State Central Committee mem-
bers for violating party orthodoxy
was adopled when he presided over
the state GOP.

Commenling sardonically on the
attempt to drop him from the state
committee. Montgomery said recemt-
ly:

"I remember the old days when
Earl Warren was the nominee of
both parties.” g

Bul Montgomery went happily
along with the rule change, which'
not only makes the Callfornia, GOP
less hospliable today o moderate
Republicans 1n the Warren tradillon
but can cause trouble even for main-
line conservatives lixe Deukmejlan
and Montgomery.
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
