We have received your letter regarding Assemblyman Willie
Brown's recent announcement that he will serve as the campaign
manager for Jesse Jackson's presidential campaign. You have
asked whether Assemblyman Brown is required to take an unpaid
leave of absence from the Legislature whlle managlng the
pre51dent1al campaign.

The Fair Political Practices Commission has jurisdiction
only over matters governed by the Political Reform Act
(Government Code Sections 81000-91015). There is no provision
in the Political Reform Act that would require Assemblyman
Brown to take an unpaid leave of absence from the Legislature
while managing the presidential campaign. We are unable to
advise you whether there are other laws which might apply to
this situation.
