Dear Mrs. Benker:

Your August 23, 1988, letter to Attorney General John
Van de Kamp has been referred to the Fair Political Practices
Commission. You have requested advice concerning your disclosure
responsibilities under the conflict of interest provisions of the
Political Reform Act (the "Act").

QUESTION
Are you obligated to file a Statement of Economic Interests
(Form 730) because of your position as a Commissioner on the Amador

County Airport Land Use Commission?

CONCLUSION

The conflict of interest code for the Amador County Airport
Land Use Commission is not yet in effect. Commissioners will be
designated in the conflict of interest code. Therefore, when the
code becomes effective you will be required to file a statement of
economic interests.

FACTS

The County of Amador is in the process of adopting a conflict
of interest code for the Amador County Airport Land Use Commission
which is wholly within the County of Amador. The conflict of
interest code for the Amador County Airport Land Use Commission has
not become effective yet. The Amador County Board of Supervisors is
the code reviewing body for this commission.

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ANALYSIS

Each state and local government agency is required to submit a
conflict of interest code for approval within six months after the
agency comes into existence. (Section 87303.) The proposed
conflict of interest code must be approved by the code reviewing
body. Review and approval of the code must be carried out under
procedures which guarantee to officers, employees, members and
consultants of the agency and to residents of the jurisdication
adequate notice and a fair opportunity to present their views.
(Section 87311.) Conflict of interest codes become effective 30
days after approval. Initial Statements of Economic Interests (Form
730) must be filed no later than 30 days after the effective date of
the conflict of interest code. (Section 87302.)

As a designated employee, you must file a statement of
economic interests pursuant to the disclosure category for your
position as set out in the conflict of interest code. On an
"initial" statement, you must disclose investments and interests in
real property of the type described in your disclosure category
owned directly, indirectly or beneficially by you, your spouse or
your dependent children if the interests are located in or doing
business in your jurisdiction.2/
