Dear Mr. Savage:



This is in reply to your letter of October 18, 1990.  Your letter appears to request a formal Commission opinion concerning possible conflicts of interests of consultants under the Political Reform Act (the "Act").   Pursuant to Regulation 18320 (copy enclosed), the Commission may decline a request to issue a formal opinion where, among other things, the question raises no substantial question of interpretation and therefore, requires only a routine reply appropriately dealt with by staff.  (Regulation 18320(f)(2).)  Having reviewed your request, we feel that it does not concern a substantial new question of interpretation, and we therefore deny the request.


However, in response to your request, we will provide informal assistance under Regulation 18329(c) (copy enclosed).  Although there is no deadline for our response, we will make every effort to provide this assistance as soon as practicable.
