Dear Mr. Szego:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act.  (Government Code Sections 81000-91015.)


Your letter correctly summarizes my advice.  Two committees have been established for Senator Dan McCorquodale, one for the 1990 campaign, and one for current officeholder expenses.  You have been advised that those two committees and accounts may be combined.  This is correct so long as the officeholder expense account does not hold debts remaining from a previous election.


You have also asked if it is necessary to file one Form 490 to jointly report the activities of both committees.  Until they have been consolidated into one committee, each committee must file a separate Form 490.
