Dear Ms. Hatfield:


We have received your letter dated January 13, 1990 seeking written confirmation of the telephone advice provided to you by this agency on February 9, 1990 regarding the responsibilities of your agency's elected board members and employees under the conflict-of-interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act ("the Act").   This letter is sent following our telephone conversation of February 26, 1990 and summarizes the most recent advice provided to you.


You were advised that the elected board members of the Marin Municipal Water District ("the district") are required to file Statement of Economic Interest Form 730 this year as designated employees in the district's conflict-of-interest code.  As a result of a new amendment to Section 87200, these officials may be required to file Statement of Economic Interest Form 721 in 1991 because they make investment decisions concerning district funds.  The Commission will soon be considering the adoption of regulations which will clarify the filing responsibilities of officials under the new amendment.


You were also advised that the filing obligations, under the district's conflict-of-interest code, of the district's other designated employees could not contain more stringent requirements than are otherwise provided in the Act.
