Dear Ms. Westine:


This is in response to your request for confirmation of telephone advice I gave to you on February 23, 1990.  Specifically, you want to confirm that it is permissible under the Political Reform Act (the "Act")  for organizers of the Crime Victims' Initiative to send some of the Initiative's contributors to a Pete Wilson for Governor 1990 fundraiser at no charge to either the contributors or the Initiative committee.


Your primary concern in this activity is whether it constitutes a contribution to the Initiative committee from the Wilson campaign or vice versa.  I indicated that as long as free admission to the Wilson fundraiser was offered to Initiative contributors after they made their contributions, the Initiative committee made no contribution to the Wilson campaign and the Wilson campaign made no contribution to the Initiative committee.  In the latter instance, the benefit of any expenditure made by the Wilson committee in hosting the Initiative's contributors at the fundraiser flowed directly to the contributors and not the Initiative committee.
