Dear Mr. Peri:


Last year Ms. Elaine Miller of the Hart for Senate campaign sought written advice regarding the campaign's duties and responsibilities under provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act")  concerning campaign contributions and campaign disclosure statements.  The questions concerned whether a fund-raiser for the senator could be held in a particular fashion and the proper method for reporting of contributions received at the fund-raiser.  Advice had been previously provided by telephone.


It is our understanding that the event took place before any written advice was provided.  Because the Commission advice is prospective in its application and does not address matters concerning past conduct (Regulation 18329, copy enclosed), no further written response was provided.


After contacting Ms. Miller by telephone, we were informed that the matter had been resolved to the campaign's satisfaction and that no further advice from the Commission was necessary.  Therefore, we consider the advice requests to be withdrawn.
