Dear Mr. Wiseman:


We have received your letter dated March 15, 1990 seeking written confirmation of the telephone advice provided to you by this agency on March 14, 1990 in response to your question regarding your responsibilities under the provisions of the Political Reform Act ("the Act").  Your question was whether, as  a lieutenant in the Mendocino County Sheriffs Department, you may wear your uniform in a picture contained in a campaign brochure for your campaign for Sheriff of Mendocino County.


Your letter accurately summarizes the advice that you were provided, to wit: that there are no provisions of the Act, or any FPPC Regulations, that prohibited such activity on the part of a candidate for elective office.  Because the Commission does not provide any advice concerning state statutes other than the Act, you were advised to contact your county counsel for assistance with any other provisions, such as county ordinances and regulations.  We are unable to confirm or deny the accuracy of your assumption that, in the event a prohibition does exist, you "have acted in good faith."
