Dear Mr. Lowell:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  


Your letter, dated March 28, 1990, correctly summarizes my advice that pursuant to Regulation 18225(b)(3)(A), a corporation which uses its offices and telephones in connection with the making of "independent expenditures" as defined in Section 82031 need not count any regular ongoing business overhead which will be incurred in similar amounts regardless of the communication for purposes of determining the reportable amount of the expenditure.  In addition, salary, reimbursement of personal expenses or other compensation paid to an employee is not counted unless the employee spends more than 10 percent of his or her compensated time in any one month providing services in connection with the communication.  (Regulation 18423.)
