Dear Assemblymember Johnson:


This is in response to your letter requesting advice regarding Section 89510(b) (formerly Section 85202(b)) of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").   


Pursuant to my March 8, 1990 telephone conversation with Michael Bogert of your office we are cancelling your request for advice with respect to this issue.  Issuance of this letter was originally withheld pending resolution of cases concerning the various provisions of Proposition 68 and Proposition 73.  With a final decision having been reached in Taxpayers to Limit Campaign Spending v. Fair Political Practices Commission (1990) 51 Cal.3d 744 and Service Employees International Union, AFL-CIO, CLC, et al. v. FPPC (1990) 747 F.Supp. 580, which have substantially changed the provisions of the Act, it has been determined that this letter should be withdrawn at this time.
