To:  Perry Peters, City of Tumecula


City of Tumecula has formed an ad hoc law enforcement committee to make recommendations regarding a contract with the sheriff.  The committee is composed of local citizens and some of the councilmembers.  The city publishes a newsletter which is definitely not independent of the councilmembers.  Can the newsletter contain a listing of the ad hoc committee?


Advice:  Since the newsletter is published in cooperation, concert etc. with the councilmembers, their names cannot be included in the body of the newsletter.


Note:  The roster listing exception set forth in subdivision (b)(1) of Regulation l890l would not apply in this situation.  The roster listing exception is to be used in lieu of letterhead.  It is not intended to be used in the body of the document sent.  Thus, for example, if the ad hoc committee sent its own newsletter, all of the members of the committee could be listed in a roster listing in lieu of letterhead.  
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
