Dear Mr. Epstein:


This letter is to advise you that I have determined that good cause exists for an extension of time for responding to your request for advice under the Political Reform Act.  Section 83114(b) requires the Commission to provide advice to a requestor within 21 working days of receipt of all the facts material to answering the request for advice.  Section 83114(b) also provides that this time may be extended for good cause.


Commission advice letters provide certain immunities. Therefore, each advice letter must be given a careful and complete review before it is issued.  As a result of a substantial increase in the workload of the Technical Assistance and Analysis Division, the staff is unable to fully and fairly respond to all current advice requests at the same time.  In order to assure full consideration of your request, I have extended the time for our response by 21 working days.  Our response will be mailed to you on or before that date.
