Dear Ms. Gordon:


Chairman Larson has referred your recent letter to me for a response.  Your letter concerns your experiences as  candidate for the Senior Legislature.  You suggest that the problems you encountered in your candidacy might be eliminated if those elections were conducted under the jurisdiction of the Registrar of Voters.


It is certainly unfortunate to hear of alleged problems in the conduct of Senior Legislature elections.  Unfortunately, the types of problems you have alleged are matters that are outside of the jurisdiction of the Fair Political Practices Commission, even if elections within the jurisdiction of the Registrar of Voters had been involved.  The Commission's jurisdiction is limited to matters governed by the Political Reform Act, such as disclosure of receipts and expenditures in political campaigns (Sections 84100, et seq.) and compliance with statutory limitations on campaign contributions (Sections 85100, et seq.).  Accordingly, it would appear that the Commission would have little ability to assist you in this matter.
