Dear Ms. Kasad:


We have received your letter of May 11, 1990 in which you request advice from this agency on behalf of Jim Winkler, a councilmember from the City of Lake Elsinore who has been appointed as the city's representative on the Western Riverside Association of Governments, regarding his duties under the financial disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").   Because your request does not refer to a specific governmental decision, we are treating your question as a request for informal assistance, only, pursuant to Regulation 18329 (copy enclosed).

QUESTION


You have inquired whether Councilmember Winkler incurs additional economic interest filing requirements under the Act as a result of his appointment to the Western Riverside Association of Governments.

CONCLUSION


Councilmember Winkler is required to file a statement of economic interest that reflects the expanded jurisdiction of his potential reportable interests, as a result of his appointment to the Western Riverside Association of Governments.

FACTS


Jim Winkler, an elected city councilmember in the City of Lake Elsinore, was appointed as the city's representative to the Western Riverside Association of Governments.

ANALYSIS


The Act requires members of city councils to file annual statements of economic interests to reflect investments held, interest in real property, and income earned.  (Sections 87200, 87203.)  The Western Riverside Association of Governments is required to adopt and promulgate a conflict of interest code pursuant to Sections 87300 - 87313, and to designate in its code those individuals with filing and disclosure obligations.


An individual who is subject to two statements of economic interests filing obligations is permitted to expand his or her statement of economic interest to cover reportable interests in both jurisdictions.  (Regulation 18730, copy enclosed.)  Copies of this expanded statement, with an original signature, can then be filed in both jurisdictions and thereby avoid the necessity of filing two separate and different statements.  


As it is understood that the jurisdiction of the Western Riverside Association of Governments is larger than that of the City of Lake Elsinore, the filing of an expanded statement pursuant to Regulation 18730 would appear to be appropriate.
