Dear Mr. Harvey:


By letter dated May 18, 1990, you have sought written confirmation of telephone advice previously provided to you by this agency.  That advice related to your responsibilities as a planning commissioner for the City of Richmond under the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act ("the Act").  

Because at the time of your request for advice there was no pending governmental decision, were are treating your request as one for informal assistance only. 


Your letter reflects the advice provided to you.  On the basis of the facts you provided, you were advised that there was no potential conflict of interest question for you triggered by a decision before the planning commission on a project that involved your wife's stepfather.  You were informed that your wife's stepfather was not encompassed within the Act's conflict-of-interest scope, which includes the official, his or her spouse, and his or her immediate family.
