Dear Ms. Risberg:


You have requested advice on behalf of the Friends of Jim Nielsen committee concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  This letter will confirm the telephone advice I provided to you on June l, l990.






QUESTION


Under the campaign contribution limitations imposed by Proposition 73, how much can the Friends of Jim Nielsen receive from a husband and wife who are equal partners in a business?





    CONCLUSION


Husbands and wives are treated as separate persons with respect to the contribution limits of the Act.  Therefore, the husband and the wife can each make from personal funds a contribution of $l,000 to the committee during the fiscal year.  An additional contribution of $l,000 may be received from the partnership during the fiscal year as long as no one partner in fact directs and controls the contributions of the partnership.  Enclosed is an advice letter issued to Ralph J. Grant (No. I-90-l44) which provides the basis for this conclusion and provides the analysis from which this conclusion was derived.
