You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act.  You are a candidate for the 48th Assembly District.


Your letter, dated September 19, 1990, correctly summarizes my advice that it is permissible under the Political Reform Act for candidates for state and federal legislative offices to occupy the same physical premises during an election period, so long as each candidate pays, directly to the vendor, his or her own share of any costs related to his or her specific campaign.
