Dear Ms. Walp:


This is in response to your October 12, 1990, letter to the Commission suggesting that a statute be enacted to prevent candidates from paying outside voters to falsely register in their jurisdictions. 


The Commission's jurisdiction is limited to the provisions of the Political Reform Act  and the regulations promulgated under it.  Voter registration is not within the Commission's jurisdiction but is under the authority of the Secretary of State.  Moreover, as I'm sure you are aware, neither the Act nor the regulations authorize the Commission to enact statutes.  We would therefore recommend that you discuss your suggestion with your elected representatives.
