Dear Mr. Chandler:


This is in response to your request for written advice concerning the revolving door provisions of the Political Reform Act, (the "Act").   


Your request for advice has been denied because your query concerns past conduct on your part.  Regulation 18329 (copy enclosed) delineates in detail requirements for the rendering of advice, formal and informal, from the Commission.  Subdivision (b)(8)(A) of that regulation states that the Commission may refuse to provide formal written advice which relates to past conduct. In the same vein, subdivision (c)(4)(A) of the same regulation states that the Commission may refuse to furnish informal advice if the advice sought relates to past conduct.


Your letter also refers to several telephone conversations between you and legal division staff members. Although the letter does not name the staff members or state the dates of the conversations, you state that you were "guided" in your consulting activities by advice allegedly furnished by the staff members. Please be advised that our records of conversations between you and staff members are not consistent with your assertions of advice given you by telephone. 


You stated to me in our telephone conversation of December 10, 1990, that you are no longer making your livelihood from consulting in the field of bond issuance.  Since your letter seeks advice regarding the application of the revolving door statutes to bond issuance proceedings and you are no longer in that field, we cannot respond to your request for advice.  If there are facts extant that tend to show that you are requesting advice for prospective behavior rather that past conduct, please feel free to contact us to discuss the matter.


Additionally, if you should re-enter the bond issuance consulting business and require our guidance in the future, we would be pleased to assist you to comply with the Act, so long as your questions are prospective in nature.
