Dear Mr. Sanders:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you on behalf of Bob Dorr concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Your questions concern activities which have already occurred.  Therefore, your letter will be treated as a request for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c) (copy enclosed).  


Your letter, dated February 2, 1991, accurately summarizes my advice concerning Mr. Dorr's redesignation of a bank account and committee established for the 1992 Senate District 1 election to be used in connection with the March 19, 1991, special election for Senate District 1, as follows:


1.
With regard to the cash on hand held by Mr. Dorr's campaign committee at the beginning of the special election cycle, your proposal to attribute those funds to the contributions most recently received by the committee is a reasonable method for complying with the contribution limitations for special elections.


2.
Unpaid bills may be carried over when redesignating an account for special election purposes and need not be apportioned.


3.
The period covered by the committee's first pre-election campaign statement in connection with the March 19, 1991, election began January 1, 1991, and ended February 2, 1991.  The special election cycle and special runoff election cycle periods were established only for the purpose of calculating contribution limits.  The fact that the special election cycle began on January 2, 1991, does not affect the periods covered by the committee's campaign disclosure statements.
