Dear Dr. Ricci:


You have requested confirmation of telephone assistance provided to you under the conflict of interest disclosure provisions, and the gift and honoraria provisions of the Political Reform Act.


Your letter accurately states the advice that was provided to you concerning the disclosure of sources of income to the New Family Center, a business entity of which you are the sole proprietor. 


You indicated that you disclose the business entity as an investment on Schedule A of your statement of economic interests (Form 730), and disclose your pro rata share (l00%) of the total income received by the business entity on Schedule D.  (The business entity is the "source" of the income disclosed on Schedule D.)  


Sources of income to the business entity are required to be disclosed on Schedule H-2 of your statement of economic interests if the business entity receives $l0,000 or more during a calendar year from a single source, if the source is of the type that is described in your disclosure category under the conflict of 
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interest code of the Judicial Council of California.  (Section 87207.)


The honoraria limitation of Section 89503 does not apply to:


Earned income for personal services which are customarily


provided in connection with the practice of a bona fide


business, trade, or profession, such as teaching, practicing


law, medicine, insurance, real estate, banking, or building


contracting, unless the sole or predominant activity of the


business, trade, or profession is making speeches.  







(Section 89502(c).)


For your information, at its meeting in May, the Commission will consider regulations to define the terms used in the Act's new gift and honoraria provisions.  Proposed Regulation l8953 will define the term "bona fide business or trade" for purposes of the honoraria limitations.  We have added your name to the mailing list to receive copies of the proposed regulations.
