Dear Mr. Pessner:


This is in response to your letter requesting confirmation

of telephone assistance provided to you under the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.

Because you have not identified the candidate, committee or organization on whose behalf you are seeking advice, we treat

your letter as a request for informal assistance.


Your letter dated May 8, l99l, correctly summarizes the general information provided to you concerning proper sender

identification and the notice to voters required to be included

on a slate mailer sent by a slate mailer organization.  (Section 84305.5.)


The Act contains specific provisions for identification of the sender of, and identification of those who have paid for 

inclusion on, a slate mailer.  (Section 84305.5.)  The Act's

provisions regarding identification of the sender of a mass mailing (Section 84305) and regarding identification of the "sponsor" of a committee (Section 82048.7 and Section 84l06) do not apply to slate mailer organizations.

With regard to the "Notice to Voters" which is required to be printed on a slate mailer sent by a slate mailer organization (Section 84305.5), it is acceptable to include language in addition to that required by Section 84305.5, in order to provide information to the public concerning payments which are independent expenditures received by a slate mailer organization for the production of a slate mailer.
