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QUESTION


At a proceeding before a state building trades commission, testimony was taken on whether or not the state commission should ask the State Attorney General to reconsider the issuance of a legal opinion related to activities of the state commission.  Is such a proceeding considered a quasi-legislative proceeding?   

CONCLUSION


The proceeding described above is not a quasi-legislative proceeding.

ANALYSIS


Regulation 18202 lists seven proceedings of a state agency which are not quasi-legislative proceedings.  Regulation 18202(7) exempts proceedings involving the issuance of a legal opinion.  This provision does not require that the legal opinion be issued by the agency conducting the proceeding.
