Dear Mr. Amparan:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act as they apply to the San Francisco Apartment Association Political Action Committee. 


Your letter correctly summarizes my advice.  A general purpose recipient committee, such as the San Francisco Apartment Association Political Action Committee, which opens an account to make contributions to support or oppose ballot measures but does not establish another recipient committee is not required to file separate reports for that account.  In addition, since this general purpose recipient committee is not altering its stated purpose to support various candidates and measures, it is not necessary to amend its Statement of Organization.  However, the committee must report all contributions received and expenditures made through this account.
