Dear Judge Dunbar:


You have requested advice concerning your reporting obligations under the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.

QUESTION


As a retired judge, are you required to continue filing Statements of Economic Interests (Form 721) with each court to which you receive a temporary assignment?

CONCLUSION


Because you have not filed a leaving office statement for the Superior Court of Los Angeles County and you expect to serve 30 days in a 12-month period, you will continue filing annual statements of economic interests.  Your statement will be filed with the clerk of the court to which you are assigned at the time you file your statement.  If you are not assigned to a specific court at the time you file your statement, you will file your statement with the clerk of the court of your last assignment.  


When your assignment ends and you do not anticipate receiving a new assignment you must file a leaving office statement within 30 days of the termination of your assignment.
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FACTS


You recently retired from the Los Angeles Superior Court.  You have not filed a leaving office statement with the clerk of that court.  As a retired judge, you will be receiving temporary assignments to various courts. 

ANALYSIS


Section 87200, et seq., requires that judges file statements of economic interests (Form 721).  However, regulation 18724\ provides that retired judges are not required to file statements of economic interests pursuant to Government Code Section 87200, et seq., if they serve or expect to serve less than 30 days or more in any 12-month period.


 Once your assignment ends and you do not receive or anticipate receiving a new assignment, you must file a leaving office statement within 30 days of leaving your last assignment.  The leaving office statement will be filed with the clerk of the court of your last assignment. (Cooper Advice Letter, No. 91-030.)
