You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you on behalf of Municipal Court Judge R. L. "Chip" Putnam concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  (Government Code Sections 81000-91015.)


Your letter, dated August 15, 1991, correctly summarizes the advice provided to you that an officeholder who is running for reelection to the same office may continue to use the same committee which was used for a prior election and must file a Candidate Intention (Form 501) and Campaign Bank Account statement (Form 502) (copies enclosed).  If information contained on the committee's Statement of Organization (Form 410) changes (e.g., name, address, or treasurer of the committee), an amendment to the Form 410 must be filed within 10 days of the change.
