Dear Mr. Lane:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you regarding your filing obligations under the Political Reform Act as an elected officeholder who is subject to a recall election.


Because your questions are general in nature, we are treating your letter as a request for informal assistance.


I provided the following advice:


(1)
A statement of organization (Form 410) must be filed within 10 days of receiving contributions totalling $1,000 or more in a calendar year. 


(2)
If you qualify as a committee and make expenditures to oppose the qualification of the recall measure, you must file a  post-qualification campaign statement (Form 490) within 21 days of the deadline for filing petitions or within 21 after any petitions are filed, whichever is earlier.


(3)
If you qualify as a committee, you also must file semi-annual campaign statements as well as pre-election campaign statements prior to the election.  The Form 490 should also be used for these filings.  The city clerk will provide the pre-election filing schedule if the recall election qualifies for the ballot.
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(4)
If you raise or spend less than $1,000 in a calendar year, you may file the short form campaign statement (Form 470).


(5)
You must file the candidate intention and campaign bank account statements (Forms 501 and 502) since you plan to receive contributions and spend your personal funds to oppose the recall.


Please contact the Rio Dell City Clerk to request the necessary campaign disclosure forms listed above.
