Dear Ms. Leong: 


This letter confirms the telephone advice provided to you on October 10, 1991, regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Because your question is general in nature and does not involve a specific matter, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance.   


The telephone advice was in response to a question asked in your letter dated October 1, 1991, to Kim Taylor. 


The column on Form 461 titled "Cumulative Amount to Date - Other" must be completed for each candidate or committee which is subject to the Political Reform Act's contribution limits.  The Act's contribution limits apply to state and local candidates being voted upon in a "special election called to fill a vacant office," and to those candidates' committees.  This column may also be used by committees which make contributions to local candidates and committees which are subject to contribution limits imposed by a local ordinance.  


Committees filing Form 461 are not required to enter an amount in the "Cumulative Amount to Date - Other" column when itemizing contributions made to candidates and committees which are not being voted upon in a special election.
