Follow-Up

Dear Mr. Adkisson:


I am writing in connection with your turkey giving project, entitled "Operation Gobble."  It has come to our attention that one of your members, Southern California Water Company, delivered  to State Senator Robert Presley the 150 turkeys allocated to each legislator who participated in this program.  Senator Presley was recognized as the donor by some of the recipient local charities and nonprofit organizations.  


In our letter to you of November 18, 1991, we set forth the conditions that must exist in "Operation Gobble" so that the water company's donation of the turkeys would not be considered a contribution to the participating legislators.  Two of those four conditions were missing in Senator Presley's situation.


We have received numerous other inquiries from legislators concerning the criteria that must be in place for there to be no contribution.  In view of Senator Presley's letter and interest in this matter, we urge you to contact the legislators who participated in the program to ensure them as well as yourselves that no contribution was inadvertently made in connection with "Operation Gobble."  This letter will also serve to notify you that at least one of your members, Southern California Water Company, will be required to report the contribution it made to Senator Presley.
