Dear Ms. Matthews:

This is to confirm advice provided to you on June 19, 1991,
regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political
Reform Act (the"Act").l/ This letter constitutes written advice
under Section 84205.

Section 84205 states:

The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit
candidates and committees to file campaign statements combin-
ing statements and reports required to be filed by this
title.

A special run-off election has been called for Assembly
District 46. The run-off election date is July 30, 1991. Because
the period covered by the pre-run-off election statement due in
connection with the July 30, 1991, election (Section 84200.8)
extends beyond the closing date for the semi-annual statement due
for the first six months of 1991 (Section 84200), we believe it is
appropriate for candidates being voted on in that election, their
controlled committees, and committees primarily formed to support
or oppose candidates in that election to combine those two
reports.

Therefore, campaign disclosure statements should be filed on
the following schedule:

Section 18000, et seq. All references to regulations are to Title
2, Division 6 of the California Code of Regulations.

The contribution limitations imposed by Proposition 73 are
still in effect for special elections held to fill a vacant
elective office. A contributor may contribute up to the stated
limits (see enclosure) in the special run-off election cycle, less
any amount the candidate transfers to his or her special election
comnmittee bank account from any other campaign account which is
attributable to that contributor.

"gpecial run-off election cycle' means the day after the
special election until the day of the special run-off election.
