Dear Mr. Dorsey:


This is in response to your request for further clarification of the Dorsey Advice Letter, No. A-92-089 which contained advice provided to you on behalf of Councilmember Luigi Vernola concerning his responsibilities under the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act.  


As stated in the Dorsey Advice Letter, Councilmember Vernola would be legally required to participate in the decision to acquire property for a sports arena parking lot where it is  impossible to obtain a quorum without his participation.  This letter confirms the conclusion in the Dorsey Advice Letter in light of the facts set forth in both your February 4, 1992 letter requesting advice, and your letter of March 16, 1992 seeking further clarification of the advice.


However, please note, as we discussed on March 16, 1992, the advice concerning the property acquisition decision is factually sensitive and was based on the extraordinary circumstances caused by Councilmember White's serious illness.  This letter may not be of any precedential value for future decisions where the circumstances may differ.
