Dear Ms. Streeter:


This is in response to your letter requesting assistance with respect to the conduct of officials of the City of Dana Point.  As we discussed in our telephone conversation of February 25, 1992, your questions concern areas of law that are not within the jurisdiction of the Fair Political Practices Commission.  The Commission's jurisdiction is limited to the Political Reform Act (the "Act"), Government Code Sections 81000-91015.  


In addition, while the Act requires the Commission to provide formal written advice to any person whose duties under the Act are in question or to that person's authorized representative, (Section 83114(b)) the Commission will decline to provide advice to third parties concerning another person's duties under the Act, or advice pertaining to past conduct.  (Regulation 18329(b)(8).)  


However, pursuant to our telephone conversation of February 25th, we have enclosed general materials concerning the Act for your information.  In addition, we are returning the original of the newsletter that you submitted with your letter as you have requested.
