 Dear Ms. Wechsler:


You have requested advice on behalf of Senator David Roberti concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").


In your letter of February 28, 1992, you have asked if the funds transferred from Senator David Roberti's regular campaign account into his special election campaign account during the late contribution reporting period, March 22, 1991-April 6, 1992, for the April 7, 1992 election, would trigger the requirement to file late contribution reports.


The Commission has provided previous advice that the transfer of funds from one committee controlled by a candidate to another committee controlled by the same candidate during the late contribution reporting period does not trigger the late contribution filing requirement of Government Code Section 84203.  (Whitney Advice Letter, No. A-83-212, copy enclosed.)
