Dear Ms. Boyd:

I am writing to confirm our telephone conversation wherein we discussed Ms. Lubow Jowa.  Ms. Jowa, a toxicologist for the Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment, has been asked to participate in a deposition and perhaps to testify in an out‑of‑state administrative proceeding.

Your letter of February 21, 1992 and the analysis attached (both incorporated herein) accurately reflect the facts discussed and the advice given.  Pursuant to our conversation, I advised you that it did not appear that Ms. Jowa's participation in either of the above proceedings constituted a conflict of interest under the Political Reform Act.  Furthermore, any payment for travel received by Ms. Jowa would not be prohibited or limited under the Political Reform Act, even if the amount exceeded $250.  The Political Reform Act prohibits designated employees of state agencies such as Ms. Jowa from receiving gifts, including certain types of gifts of travel, in excess of $250 from a single source during a calendar year.  (Sections 89505 and 89506.)  However, since the travel provided to Ms. Jowa in this instance is in connection with her testimony either at a deposition or administrative hearing, it is in the nature of income and is not subject to the gift limits of Section 89505.  Please note, however, that Ms. Jowa may be required to report this income on the next statement of economic interests she is required to file with your agency.  (See Section 87302.)

I trust this letter addresses your concerns.
