Dear Mr. Baber:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Because your questions are general in nature, we are treating your letter as a request for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c)(4).  


Your letter, dated February 13, 1992, accurately summarizes my advice that the definition of "intermediary" does not include a person who receives checks made payable to a candidate's committee and who forwards those checks to the committee treasurer.  (Regulation 18432.5, copy enclosed. )  I also advised you that the requirement contained in Section 84305 to include the name and address of the sender of a mailing is not applicable to any mailing of fewer than 200 substantially similar pieces sent in a calendar month.  Section 84305 requires such identification on any "mass mailing," which is defined as over 200 substantially similar pieces of mail.  (Section 82041.5.)
