Dear Mr. Lemmon:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to Thomas Knox of your firm on behalf of the members of the California-Nevada Super Speed Ground Transportation Commission (the "SST Commission") under the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act. 


The draft letter you provided for my signature correctly summarizes the advice I provided to Mr. Knox.  That is:


1.  The California Commissioners of the SST Commission will not be required to file leaving office statements of economic interests (Form 730) unless and until the pending legislation extending the SST Commission is defeated or vetoed.  It is my understanding that the members of the Commission have continued to engage in Commission activities since its expiration on December 31, 1991, and that you expect the legislation to be signed in the near future.


2.  The SST Commissioners must file annual statements of economic interests (Form 730) no later than April 1, 1992.


3.  The SST Commissioners who are members of the State Legislature are not required to file statements of economic interests pursuant to the Commission's conflict of interest code.  They are required to file Form 721 pursuant to Section 87200.  Therefore, they are not required to file Form 730 on April 1, 1992, and they are not required to file a leaving office Form 730 in connection with their positions as SST Commissioners.
