Dear Mr. Bearce:


This is in response to your letter requesting general assistance with respect to campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  You asked for general assistance concerning identification requirements applicable to political flyers.  


You have not named a specific person or organization for which you are requesting advice.  Moreover, the sample attached to your letter was not produced or distributed by you.  While the Act requires that the Commission provide formal written advice to any person whose duties under the Act are in question or to that person's authorized representative, the Commission will decline to provide advice to third parties concerning another person's duties under the Act or in response to hypotheticals.  (Section 83114(b); Regulation 18329(b)(8).)  


Consequently, we are only able to provide this general information.  For your information we have enclosed:


(1)  The Political Reform Act.


(2)  The Nobles Advice Letter, No. I-89-589 and the Haddad Advice Letter, No. I-91-394, both discussing the Act's identification requirements on campaign mailers applicable to candidates and committees.


(3)  The Lozito Advice Letter, No. I-92-030 and 

the Roache Advice Letter, No. I-89-456, both discussing the qualification and disclosure as a "committee" under the Act.


Please note that while these advice letters are useful for general guidance, any protection afforded by the advice provided is limited to the original requestor of the advice. (Section 83114; Regulation 18329(b)(7).)
