Dear Mr. Hower:


This is in response to your request for confirmation of telephone advice regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  You are requesting this confirmation on behalf of Jim Cunneen.  Because you requested this advice after the deadline for filing the pre-election campaign statement which is the subject of your letter, we must treat your letter as a request for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c)(4).  In addition, your letter indicates that you are relying on telephone advice concerning the filing of your pre-election campaign statement.  Telephone advice is considered "informal assistance" and does not provide the requestor with the immunity provided by a legal opinion or formal written advice.


Your letter, dated March 24, 1992, accurately summarizes the telephone advice provided to you by Alice Hughes.


Mr. Cunneen is not required to file pre-election campaign statements in 1992, as long as his name will not appear on the ballot during 1992.  He will, however, need to file regular semi-annual statements.
