Dear Ms. Fernandes:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.



As the policy director for the Mayor of San Jose you must complete the Form 730 Statement of Economic Interests.  You have asked if you must disclose on Form 730 two $100 fees you received for speeches that you performed at the San Jose State History Department and the Metropolitan Adult Education Program.


Section 87302 requires that designated employees disclose reportable income (including honoraria).  An honorarium is a payment received for speaking at an event, participating in a panel or seminar or providing a similar service.  An honorarium is reportable if it is received from a source of income of the type described in your disclosure category contained in the City of San Jose's conflict of interest code.  An honorarium of $50 or more from a reportable source must be disclosed as a gift on Schedule F - Gifts, if you did not provide services of equal or greater value than the payment received.  


However, if you provided services of equal or greater value than the payment received, the honorarium may be disclosed as 
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income.  Income aggregating $250 or more from a reportable source is disclosed on Schedule D - Income.  Because you have determined that the services you provided were equal or greater in value than the payments you received, the payments are considered income.  Therefore, you are not required to disclose the payments on your Form 730 because the payments did not aggregate to $250 or more from a single source.
