Dear Ms. Camp:


This is in reply to your letter requesting advice concerning the campaign and lobbying provisions of the Political Reform Act.  Because your question is a general inquiry, we are treating it as a request for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c)(3).

 
The provisions of Proposition 73, added to the Political Reform Act in June of 1988, which established statewide fiscal year contribution limits has been invalidated.   Service Employees International Union, AFL-CIO, et al. v. Fair Political Practices Commission (9th Cir. Feb. 7, 1992) ___F.2d ___[Dock. No. 89-15771].  However, the court order did not invalidate the special election and special runoff election contribution limits of Proposition 73.  


A person, including an individual, proprietorship, firm, partnership, joint venture, syndicate, business trust, company corporation or association, may contribute up to $1,000 per candidate during a special election cycle and $1,000 per candidate during a special runoff election cycle if a runoff 

election is needed.  "Special election cycle" means the day on Page 2
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which an elective office becomes vacant until the day of the special election.  "Special runoff election cycle" means the day after the special election until the day of the special runoff election.  (Section 85305.)  In addition, if you are making 

contributions to candidates for local office, you should contact the local jurisdiction to determine if there are local contribution limits in effect.


A lobbying firm must disclose on its Form 625 all monetary and non-monetary contributions totaling $100 or more made by the firm to elected state officers, state candidates or committees supporting such officers or candidates.  (Section 86114.)
