Dear Ms. Baxter:


You have requested assistance under the conflict of interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Because your request is a general inquiry, we treat it as one for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c). 

     You have asked whether a Planning Commissioner must include payments received from the City as income on the Form 721 (Statement of Economic Interests) for a League of California Cities conference the Commissioner attended.

     As stated in the instructions for disclosing income on

the Form 721, travel payments received from a state, local, or federal government agency, for which equal or greater consideration has been provided, are not required to be disclosed.  Generally, when a government agency pays travel costs for an employee, it is presumed that equal or greater consideration has been provided by the employee.

     I hope this clarifies the Planning Commissioner's filing obligations.  Please contact me at (916) 322-5662 if you have any additional questions.
