Dear Ms. Kimbrell:


As the Assistant City Attorney for the City of Oxnard, you have requested advice concerning the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").


You have asked if an unidentified city councilmember should have disqualified himself in August of 1990 from participating in a decision to designate a specific area a greenbelt area.  You further asked if the councilmember should have disqualified himself, is the decision of the city council invalid.


Since you are requesting advice on past conduct, the Commission is declining to give informal assistance.  (Regulation 18329(c)(4).)  I have enclosed a copy of Commission Regulation 18702.3 which discusses the material financial effect on real property which is indirectly involved in a decision and a copy of the Act.  Perhaps this regulation will assist you in the future.
