Dear Ms. Streuli:


This letter is in response to your request for advice regarding the duties and responsibilities of City of San Pablo Mayor Sharon Brown under the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Your letter does not seek advice regarding a specific pending governmental decision.  Additionally, the facts you have submitted for our consideration are insufficient for a complete analysis of all the issues arising from your questions.  Accordingly, we treat your letter as a request for informal assistance pursuant to the provisions of Regulation 18329.  In addition, our advice is prospective in nature, we make no comments regarding past conduct.

QUESTION


Do the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Act require members of the Landscaping and Lighting Maintenance Assessment District Citizen's Advisory Committee and the Public Relations Advisory Committee to disqualify themselves from participating in decisions which will affect their economic interests?

CONCLUSION


The conflict-of-interest provisions of the Act require public officials to disqualify themselves from participating in governmental decisions which will have a material financial effect on their economic interests.
