Dear Mr. Brown:


You have requested advice regarding the lobbying disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act ("Act").  We regret that we are unable to answer your question because you have not provided enough specific information. (Regulation 18329(c)(4).)    However, we are sending you copies of two letters (Bagatelos Advice Letter, No. I-91-202; Huniu Advice Letter, No. A-89-397) which concern similar situations and should be helpful to you.  If you desire a more specific response please provide the name of your client and a more specific description of your client's contacts with legislative officials.  For example, you state that your client will directly contact legislative and administrative officials to "coordinate their participation in news conferences."  Does this mean your client will be soliciting participation by such officials, or merely scheduling appearances by officials who employ your client, are authors, co-authors, or sponsors of the legislation, or are otherwise actively involved in supporting or opposing the legislation?
