Dear Judge Moreno:


You have requested advice concerning your reporting obligations under the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  (Government Code Sections 81000-91015.)


You have asked if, as a recently retired judge from Monterey County Municipal Court, you must file a leaving office statement of economic interests (Form 721) or continue filing annual statements.  You will be accepting assignments from the judicial council that will last more than 30 days in a 12-month period.


As long as you receive assignments from the judicial council and serve 30 days or more in a 12-month period, you will continue filing annual statements.  You will file your annual statement with the clerk of the court to which you have been assigned at the time the statement is due.  You must continue filing annual statements until you no longer accept assignments from the judicial council.  Once you decide not to accept any new assignments, you must file a leaving office statement within 30 days of leaving your last assignment.
