Dear Ms. Hestor:


You have requested advice on behalf of Ms. Susan Bierman, a candidate for the San Francisco Board of Supervisors and a former city planning commissioner, regarding the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act")  under Section 84308.


Ms. Bierman was a San Francisco City Planning Commissioner for sixteen years.  She was removed by the current mayor on March 17, 1992 and is currently a candidate for the board of supervisors in the November, 1992 election. 


The provisions of Section 84308 only apply to contributions to members of appointed boards and commissions.  Under this section, contributions may trigger a conflict of interest in certain situations.  Ms. Bierman is no longer on the planning commission.  Thus, the provisions of Section 84308 do not apply to her candidacy for the board of supervisors or restrict her ability to accept contributions.  I have enclosed a pamphlet on Section 84308 for your review.\
