Dear Ms. Seo:


This is to confirm advice provided to your office on July 22, 1992, regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").


Section 84205 states:


The Commission may by regulation or written advice


permit candidates and committees to file campaign


statements combining statements and reports required


to be filed by this title.


In order to ensure that ballot measure petitions intended for the November 3, 1992, election were certified in time for the measure to appear on that ballot, the City of Hawthorne imposed June 26, 1992, as the administrative deadline for filing petitions, which is earlier than the 150-day deadline imposed by the Elections Code.  (Elections Code Section 3515.)  The deadline for filing petitions imposed by the Elections Code is December 17, 1992, which falls after the election date.  The Hawthorne Economic Improvement Committee was successful in its qualification effort and will be required to file a semi-annual statement through June 30, 1992, due July 31, 1992.  The campaign statement due in connection with the qualification effort (the 21-day statement), when filed in connection with the filing deadlines imposed by the November 3rd election, would normally cover the period October 18, 1992 through December 1, 1992, with a filing deadline of December 8, 1992.  (Section 84200.5.)  However, the Commission believes  Laura S. Seo
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that it is appropriate for the committee to combine this report with the semi-annual statement covering the period October 18, 1992 through December 31, 1992, due January 31, 1993.
